MMR Vaccine
There has been a recent increase in the numbers of measles cases in England, therefore it is important to ensure your child (up to the age of 18 years) has had 2 MMR vaccines.

Please make an appointment with the Practice Nurse if your child has not had 2 doses of MMR and is aged between 4 and 18 years.

Holiday Vaccinations

If you are going on holiday abroad it may be necessary for you to have vaccinations before you travel. Please make an appointment with the Practice Nurse at least 6 weeks before you go in case you need a course of injections.
